PITCH MECHANICS

STANCE: Styles- scissors or slot

Relax, Ready, Review, React

Pitch Calls: 

Ball- Call down, pause, stand-up, Emphasize close pitch

Strike- Call down, stand-up, signal, Emphasize 3rd strike

swinging- stand-up, signal = to called strike

Between innings: Move up foul line opposite team at bat

Observe field (on deck batter)

Tools of Trade:

Mask- Left hand only (always in possession)

Indicator- Left hand only

Right hand for strikes and outs, not equipment

LIVE BALL POSITIONS

UIC has ball responsibility unless partner takes it 

Infield- Move always left of catcher, get angle to 1st base 

Move to left of mound for force plays (2nd base)

Back away from plate on force at home

Outfield-Acquire angle for fly balls, stop, call

Work around the mound 1st-3rd ,on balls to right

Rotate on base hits when applicable

Work within the pie slice for non-force at plate

Foul Balls- Signal only, the obvious

Emphasize call and signal the close to line

Let catcher direct your movement (overhead)

GAME MANAGEMENT

Be a manager, not a dictator!

Pregame- Control & Direct

Between Innings- Limit Visits (coaches/partner)

Game Stoppages- Injuries

Be courteous, expedite as much as possible 

Move players away from injured (no touch)

Coaches- Be approachable, respectful 

Limit discussion to a timely manner

Delay by Players- Be direct, never demeaning

Partner Conference- Discuss & Decide the call

Don’t beat it to death

Call Reversal- Explain to both coaches together
